Rules and Regulations 
Time Limitations 
Bands will be scheduled at 15-minute intervals, including getting on/off the field, beginning at 1:00 pm. 
Bands should limit their show to no more than 12 minutes and no less than 8 minutes. 

Scoring 
Seven judges will be utilized for the overall band rating and will utilize the points rating system. This 
rating system will be as follows: 75-100 I, 50-74.9 II, 0-49.9 III; no rating below a three will be 
given. 

Awards Each band will be given a trophy for Superior and Excellence in the following captions: 
General Effect, Music, Visual, and Percussion. An outstanding trophy will be given for each caption for 
both small and large class bands. We will also give outstanding overall band in both small and large 
class.  We will give awards for the top five bands which will be determine by overall points.  The 
percussion score will not be used to determine outstanding bands in class or top five. 

Recording 
Each band will receive a cassette tape recording of judges’ comments and a DVD recording of the band 
performance. 

Miscellaneous 
A wide variety of band and musical shirts, caps, and patches will be available for purchase.  “Shout-Outs” will 
also be available.  

Hash Marks 
Louisiana hashes are 28 steps from sidelines. Collegiate hashes will be available in red. 

Parking 
A map of Parkway High School/Elm grove Middle  is enclosed. Busses as well as equipment trucks 
will park at Shady Grove Baptist Church behind the school. All spectators and band parents will 
park in the parking lot next to the stadium. 

Warm-up area 
Each band will have 25 minutes for warm-up, and 15 minutes to get on/off and  perform. A map of 
the warm-up areas is enclosed. Water will be provided. 

Equipment 
We will have tractors and trailers to move your pit equipment from the trucks to the field and back.
